In the process of online learning programs,
trainings are conducted by the Team Application
of Office 365, with which almost all of our
employees are familiar. Moreover, the courses
suitable for the needs of our employees are
also carefully selected and linked with external
training centres in order that our employees
can extend their learning.

In addition, planning has been done for
English-Burmese  bilingual courses of
Educate Myanmar such as:

There were a few difficulties in switching
from ordinary classroom-base training into
current online learning. Generally, those

were normal problems usually occurred

during the process when various levels of
activities had to be carried out in order to
access respective training courses. Our
Learning & Development department has
been helping, as necessary, each registered
trainee to overcome those problems.

If those trainees who have done such online
learning provide us the feedbacks of their
experiences and suggestions regarding the
difficulties they faced during learning, it will
be very useful for us in choosing external
training centres with teaching facilities which
are easy to learn and in line with the learning
nature of the employees.

Employees are also suggested not to lose
track of learning methods ever evolving
from time to time and to prepare for
the challenging future by participating in
online learning programs which are, in the
meantime, the most suitable for current
situations in order not to be suspended in
the process of self-improvement.
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Our plant stopped operating for about two
months in accordance with the instructions
of the Government when Corona Virus
Disease (Covid-19), originated from Wuhan
city, People Republic of China in December
2019, started spreading to Myanmar.

Only after the inspection process of
compliance with regulations set by the
respective official department of health to
prevent the disease had been gone through
upon reopening of the plant, the production
works were resumed operating from 25 May
2020.

During the peak period of Covid-19 outbreak
in Myanmar and the present time in which
the plant is operating, the HSE Department
enforced the following measures to all
GRG employees, contractors and visitors to
comply:

(1) Vehicles of ferry transport service for
employees who are entering the plant

Vehicles shall be sanitized in the first place;

Commuters wearing face masks and face
shields shall take the ride only in designated

seating places in such sanitized vehicles.

(2) Upon arrival at the plant

Employees alighted from the ferry
transport shall queue up in the premise
of 6’ Distance Designated Box, located at
the entry, and shall enter the gate in the
manner of keeping 6' distance among
one another;

Employees shall pass the monitoring
through the Auto Thermal Scanning
CCTV, installed at the walk-path inside
the gate;

Gate security members in full PPE gears
shall take the body temperature of
drivers entering the plant with vehicles;

Anyone passing the gate shall wash
hands properly at basins provided with
soap; and only after that, they shall be
allowed to enter the plant;

External contractors shall report in
advance to the HSE Department with a
declaration stating whether they belong
to disease-hitrestricted areas or not and
their health-related particulars before
entering the plant; and only after that,
they shall be allowed to enter the plant
in designated full PPE gears with face
masks and face shields.

(3) At workplace inside the plant

%°* Employees shall work only in specific

places which are allocated 6’ apart from
one another;

%°* Allemployees shall wear face masks and

face shields while working;

%* The Clinic Department shall go to
the employees and take the body
temperature of them twice a day;

¢ The HSE Department shall inspect

and report, remind and countercheck
through the CCTVs;

%°* Employees shall have their meals in

the canteen in the manner of keeping
6’ distance among one another; they
shall properly wash their hands and
own utensils with soap before and after
having meals; the Security team shall
take and monitor the body temperature
of employees upon their departure from
the canteen.
